PART 1: Research Proposal Summary

1.1 Reference: LastNameAu1, FirstNameAu1 and FirstnameAu2 LastNameAu2. YEAR. “Title.” In “BookTitle,” ed. by FirstNameEd LastNameEd, pp-pp. City, Province/State: PublisherName. (APA style) 

1.2. Brief Summary: What is the language phenomenon discussed? What is the author’s main claim? What theoretical assumptions does the author make? How is the research relevant to linguistic theory as a whole?

1.3. Relevance: How is this article/chapter relevant to your research project? Is the data presented similar? Does the theory give you a way to analyze your own data? Does your data contradict the claims made by the author? Does the author’s main claim contradict one of your main assumptions?

PART 2: Literature Critique

2.1 Choose articles to critique; your critique must be more than a summary! eg.,

· include assessment of the author’s argument

· include questions that the author doesn’t address

· include connections to article-external material (eg., your data, other articles)

· compare and contrast the theories or analyses used in paper A and paper B.

· Construct an argument in favor of X theory over Y theory by critiquing two papers at the same time.
Showcase: Write a short “squib” paper on any theory or aspect of pragmatics that is of interest to you.  It may be a theory that we have already covered or another theory of pragmatics. Your paper needs to do the following:

1. Introduce the theory
2. Summarize the theory clearly and concisely
3. Give at least two objections to the theory
Note:
- The objections must be original and you must explain your logic clearly.
- You must include in-text citations and a reference section at the end of the paper (use APA style).
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
